Sri.Dinesh Mani, M.L.A. said that unified effort of all concerned is required for the
development of the University. The management system of the university has to be
improved. He also suggested to institute a suitable award for meritorious teachers in the
name of the first Vice-Chancellor of the University, late ProfJoseph Mundasseiy. He
further proposed to organize a national seminar on 'Global Wamriing'. Considering the
shortage of teachers the services of retired teachers may also be availed. He further
suggested that the University should establish two new Centeni (1) Centre for Coir
Technology in collaboration with Coir Board and other organization and (2) Centre for Non
Conventional Energy.

After detailed deliberations the Syndicate approved the Budget Estimates 2007-08
and the budget speech (Annexure - II).

It is resolved that the Government be approached to enhance both Non-Plan and
Plan funds sanctioned for the year 2007-08.

It is further resolved that hereafter no other items be included in the Special
Meeting scheduled for considering the Budget Proposal.

Sri,Mohanchandran suggested that the budget should include all the suggestions given
in the Syndicate. Financial feasibility and study has to be done before launching new
courses. As the Government has ordered not to start new courses and colleges we have to
strictly adhere to the Government directives. A stock verification is required on various
items purchased by the Departments. Stock Register has to be maintained. As the University
is facing shortage of teachers in various disciplines there should be norms for deputing
teachers for LWA/QIP. Supreme Court has quashed the Narenadran Commission Report.
Hence appointments should be made only after a detailed study.

Sri.N.K.Vasudevan said that we have to shape up the University as the front runner in
the State and to develop into a world class institution. The employability of our courses have
to be increased. Rules have to be strictly adhered to while making purchases and it should
not be made in a haste. He also stressed that democratic activities of the students have to be
reinstated.
